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NOTIFICATION

An application was received from UG Semester-1 students regarding promotion of all Semester-I
students, including those who have failed in two or three subjects from Semester-I to Semester-11
of Session 2025-2026. This request of students was taken into consideration and a meeting of the
Examination Committee was convened on Thursday 12.03.2026 at 09:00 PM in the Chemistry
Department in which the matter was discussed at length. It was deliberated that since this is the
first year of implementation of NEP in the College and the Semester-I students are very new to the
system and may not be aware of all the Examination Rules in totality, therefore keeping a
sympathetic view in mind, the application submitted by students was considered positively. It was
also highlighted that this relaxation in rule as per the request of the students is only an exceptional
condition keeping the above situation in mind and therefore shall not be treated as precedence
under any condition. After extended discussion, the Examination Committee unanimously
resolved the following:

1. That all students of B.A./B.Sc. Semester-I of Session 2025-2026 who have failed in either one
or two or three subjects shall be placed in the “promoted” category and shall be promoted to
Semester-11 of the Session 2025-2026.

2. That all students of B.Com. Semester-I of Session 2025-2026 who have failed in either one
or two or three or four Papers/Courses shall be placed in the “promoted” category and shall
be promoted to Semester-11 of the Session 2025-2026.

3. All students of Semester-II who fail in one or two or three subjects shall also be eligible to
appear in the Second examination in one or two or three subjects.

4. That after the declaration of B.A./B.Sc. Semester-1I results of Session 2025-2026, students
shall be permitted to appear in second examination in one or two or three subjects of Semester-
[ and Semester-11 separately.

5. That after the declaration of B.Com. Semester-I1 results of Session 2025-2026, students shall
be permitted to appear in second examination in one or two or three or four Papers/Courses
of Semester-I and Semester-I1 separately.

6. That those students of B.A./B.Sc. who secure 40% marks in all three subjects of Semester-I
and Semester-11 separately shall be placed in the “passed™ category and shall be promoted to
Semester-I11 of the Session 2026-2027.
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7. Thatall students of B.A./B.Sc. who do not meet the requirements as mentioned above in Serial
No. 6 shall be placed in the “failed” category and shall not be promoted to Semester-III of the
Session 2026-2027. Such students shall be permitted to take admission as Ex-student in
Semester-1 in Session 2026-2027.

8.  That those students of B.Com. Semester-II who secure 40% marks in all four papers/Courses
of Semester-I and Semester-II separately shall be placed in the “passed” category and shall be
promoted to Semester-I11 of the Session 2026-2027.

9. Thatall students of B.Com. Semester-II who do not meet the requirements as mentioned above
in Serial No. 8 shall be placed in the “failed” category and shall not be promoted to Semester-
IIT of the Session 2026-2027. Such students shall be permitted to take admission as Ex-student
in Semester-I in Session 2026-2027.

10. If a student secures passing marks in Semester-I and fails to secure passing marks in Semester-
IT or vice versa, such students will be permitted to take admission as Ex-student in the
Semester in which the student has failed.

11. Thatall students who have not appeared in any one of the major or minor subject examinations
and AEC examination shall be placed in the “failed” category and shall not be eligible to be
promoted to Semester-11.

It is reiterated that these provisions mentioned above from Serial No. 1-10 have been taken
under extraordinary conditions and are applicable only upon B.A., B.Sc. & B.Com. Semester-
I & 1II students of Session 2025-2026 and shall not be treated as precedence.
